Indirect Bonding 
(in-house)
To get perfect alignment and leveling of the anterior teeth, an accurate position of the  
bracket is necessary; it is therefore advisable to use an indirect bonding technique with arch 
transfer trays realized in the laboratory or with special “Jigs” conceived for this technique.

Plastic jigs are manufactured in 6 sizes to allow the choice of the most correct position 
according to the anatomy of the lingual surface of the tooth.
